RISK ASSESSMENT 

· Track obstruction: Horseboxes should be parked only on the park.  The track must be kept free of obstruction to allow emergency and other estate vehicles to pass.
· Horsebox parking should be done leaving adequate space between boxes and placed in an orderly fashion so as not to obstruct the passage of arriving and departing boxes.
· Pheasants and partridges around the course represent a spook hazard and riders should look out for areas where ground cover and pens are placed in woods and at crop margins

· Harvesting is going on around the estate and riders should take account of farm machinery, combines etc and time their passage to reduce risk
· Pheasant Feeder 100 metres from start may make horses spook so riders must be aware and ride accordingly.
· Pond: On the seven and ten mile route at the track next to the small pond on the left the land cuts away steeply down to the pond.  Nettles will have been cut away to allow riders and horses to see that the land drops away steeply from the concrete base across the track.  Deviation from the track at this point could cause problems because of the steep drop to the pond.  
· Grain Trailers : On the seven and ten mile route on the tarmac section of road grain trailers may provide a spook hazard.  Riders should look ahead and find gateways to move away from the hazard.

The risk assessment will be place on the on desk at the start for riders to read.  

Comments from riders about other risks or problem areas on the course are invited at the end of the ride.
