SADDLE CLUB AT BULBY EQUESTRIAN CENTRE

The Saddle Club is for regular riders to develop stable management skills during week-end and holidays.  Members of the Junior Saddle Club are age 8 to 9 years old, members of the Senior Saddle Club are age 10 and above.  Riders who have shown aptitude and enthusiasm are usually recommended by other Saddle Club Members and then approved by the Yard Manager Isobel Partridge and Instructor Avis Senior.  Members are expected to continue to take regular riding lessons. 
Members are encouraged to join the Pony Club Centre to work through its stable skills programme of achievement badges which contribute to BHS (British Horse Society) stage training and allow exemptions from some of those professional examinations.  Junior Saddle Club Members can work through the mini achievement badges of the Pony Club.
Members are encouraged to attend Pony Club Centre badge nights which will happen on Wednesdays, approximately every two weeks. Dates will be posted on the internet when they have been fixed.

Parents should read the risk assessment sheets at the yard and the yard rules.  Our aim is to make the environment safe and enjoyable and we depend upon the children being able to understand and to be willing to keep yard rules.

The activities the children will join in with are grooming, tacking up, leading (Senior Saddle Club only), sweeping, feeding (but not making up feeds), watering, rug changing, turning out, tying ponies up, tack cleaning, assisting customers and supporting and encouraging each other.

Fees payable for attendance on Saturdays and Sundays is £5 per session.  Members are expected to be on the yard at the week-end  by 08.30 am unless a later start is agreed by the yard manager.  During the holidays a fee of £10 per day is payable and the day runs from 9am to 4pm.
